Development Fund was succeeded by the Corporation for Advanced Transport and Technology (CATT) in October 1997.

. The Railway Telecommunication Company merged with former Japan Telecom in May 1989. The new company retained the

name Japan Telecom Co., Ltd., and the company changed the name to Softbank Telecom Corp. in October 2006.

.The Japanese National Railway Settlement Corporation was succeeded in October 1998 by the Japanese Railway

Construction Public Corporation (JRCC). The Japan Railway Construction, Transport and Technology Agency was established
in October 2003 as a result of the merger of JRCC and the CATT.
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
